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Access to credit policy to spread capital sources to the locality of enterprise
units. Case study 03 Northern provinces namely: Xiengkhouang, Huaphan
and Xayombon provinces

This study investigated the access to credit policies to distribute capital to the local level
of business units in 03 northern provinces: Xiengkhouang, Houaphanh and Xaysomboun. The
research objectives are to examine the overall situation of access to credit policies, factors affecting
access to credit, and problems with access to credit policies. The data used in this study were
obtained from a questionnaire with interviews, analyzed by descriptive statistics and used the
Logistic Regression Model to find the relationship between factors that affect access to credit
policies to distribute capital. The results of the study found that: Access to credit policies of
business units accounts for the largest proportion of not accessing credit policies (not borrowing)
due to reasons from borrowers and lenders, which accounts for 50.56% or 90 business units, and
access to credit policies to distribute capital 49.44%. The purpose of accessing credit policies of
business units to expand their own businesses accounts for the largest proportion, accounting for
82.95%. The most effective factor in accessing credit policies to distribute capital to the local level
is the need for funds by business units to expand their businesses to grow, with an average value
of 4.54 and model testing of variables in the model that affect access to credit policies. There are
4 variables: Sex, Age, Registered Capital (Re), Financial Status (Fin) that are related in the same
direction with access to credit policies with a statistical significance level of 0.01 and 0.1 or with
a confidence level of 99% and 90. The problems that hinder access to credit policies are 1) Lenders
are unclear information provided by commercial bank and development fund employees with an
average value of 4.81, 2) Borrowers (enterprise units) are not provided with information about
credit policies to provide sources of capital with an average value of 4.79.
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
